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Aspectos destacados | Highlights

e Al cierre del aino 2020, la incidencia delictiva
total registré una disminucion del 14.2%,
muy probablemente esta reduccién tiene
que ver con las restricciones implementadas
debido a la contencion de la COVID-19,
considerando que esta fue la variable que se
transformo en el ultimo afo.

At the close of 2020, overall crime registered a
14.2% decline, which probably had to do with
re-strictions enforced to contain COVID-19,
consid-ering that was the variable that
changed over the year.

Durante el ano 2020, los homicidios
disminuyeron 28% (1,003 victimas menos)
en comparacion al afo anterior, registrando
una tasa del 15.3 la menor en 20 afos y por
debajo al promedio latinoamericano (18.4 ).
During 2020, homicides dropped 28% (1,003
fewer victims) as compared to the previous
year, registering a rate of 15.3, the lowest in 20
years, and below the Latin American average

(18.41).

The homicide rate for women dropped 35.4%
and for men it dropped 27.8% as compared to
2019.

e Durante el 2020 cambid el segmento
por edad de las victimas de homicidios,
hubo una importante disminucion en los
homicidios en jévenes de 18 a 30 afios
(-45.5%), pasando a ser las principales
victimas las personas entre 30 y 50 afos.

In 2020, the pandemic exposed women to
more violence, with the National Civil Police
registering 1,012 responses to women (29.2%
more than in 2019), for incidents of intrafamily
violence.

comercios y extorsiones a residencias
registraron un incremento, en concordancia
con la teoria? que argumenta que las
tensiones socioecondmicas tienen el
potencial de crear un ambiente de presion,
que luego podria desencadenar un
incremento en los delitos.
During the pandemic, property crimes,
such as burglary of residences, commercial
establishments and extortion of households,
registered an increase, as per the theory? that
posits that socioeconomic tensions have the
potential for creating a strained environment,
that can subsequently set off a rise in crime.

Evidencia | Evidence

Entre marzo y julio 2020, la incidencia delictiva muestra un descenso significativo, muy probablemente atribuido a las medidas dispuestas
por el gobierno ante la contencién de la pandemia COVID-19. Sin embargo, ante la reapertura econdémica a partir de agosto, se evidencia un
incremento, casi alcanzado las cifras registradas al afio anterior.

Between March and July 2020, the crime rate shows a significant decline, mainly due to the measures the government adopted to contain the
COVID-19 pandemic. However, since the economy reopened in August, there is an evident increase, almost reaching figures posted the previous year.

Al cierre del 2020, solamente los hechos de violencia intrafamiliar presentaron un incremento en relacién al 2019, mientras que
los hechos contra la vida (homicidios y lesiones) registran las disminuciones mas significativas.

At the end of 2020, only incidents of intrafamily violence exhibited a rising trend as compared to 2019, while crimes against life
(homicide and bodily injury) registered the most significant reductions.
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Durante el periodo de contencion por la COVID-19 y aun a partir de la reapertura econémica los delitos que se cometen
principalmente en la via publica (homicidios, lesiones y delitos contra el patrimonio en lugares publicos), registran

reducciones, mientras que, los delitos que ocurren en el ambito privado (hogares) se incrementaron.
During the COVID-19 containment period, and even after the economy reopened, crimes primarily committed on public roadways (homicide,
injury and property crimes in public locations) exhibited significant declines, while crimes occurring in the private sphere (violence in the

home) rose.

El afio 2020 cerré con una tasa de homicidios de 74.7

Al 2020 todos los meses del afo fueron inferiores en el nimero de homicidios comparado con 2019. Entre enero y febrero la baja se
atribuye a las medidas de seguridad implementas por el gobierno?, sin embargo, de marzo a julio (63% de la disminucion total) se atribuye
a las medidas de contencién debido a la pandemia de la COVID- 19.

As of 2020, the number of homicides every month of the year was lower compared to 2019. Between January and February, the drop is attributed to
the government-mandated security measures®, however, from March through July (63% of the overall reduction) it is attributed to contention
measures in response to COVID-19.

Out of the country's 340 municipalities, 27.9% (95 of them) registered a greater
number of homicides as compared to 2019, these municipalities are primarily
rural (61% rural versus 46% national).
